Scene 4: Preparations for the Wedding

The Montagues and their friends prepare for the wedding between Romeo and
Juliet. Mercutio and Benvolio engage in humorous banter, while Romeo, filled with
joy, eagerly awaits his marriage to Juliet.

Scene 5: The Secret Marriage

In a private ceremony, Romeo and Juliet are married by Friar Laurence. The friar
hopes that their love will bring an end to the feud and unite their families. The
secret marriage marks a pivotal moment in the play, as Romeo and Juliet's love
becomes an unbreakable bond.
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
