2. Imagine you are a visitor to the Acropolis in ancient Athens. Describe the sights
and activities you might encounter during one of the Panathenaic Games.

3. Reflect on the importance of the Acropolis being designated as a UNESCO
World Heritage Site. What does this recognition mean for the preservation and
global recognition of cultural heritage?

4. If the Acropolis could speak, what historical events and cultural changes do
you think it would share about its long history? How would it describe its role in
shaping the identity of Athens and Greece?
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
