With their excellent
sense of smell, they can sniff out tasty treats underground.

One of the most interesting things about meerkats is how they stand up on their
hind legs. This helps them get a better view of their surroundings to watch for
predators like eagles, hawks, and snakes. A meerkat on guard duty will give a
special call to warn the others if danger is near. If a predator comes too close,
the entire mob may work together to chase it away.

Meerkats are also known for their underground homes called burrows. These
burrows are like a maze with many tunnels and rooms. The tunnels help protect
the meerkats from the hot sun and keep them safe from predators. The whole
clan shares the burrow and helps keep it clean.

Baby meerkats, called pups, are born in these burrows. They are blind and helpless
when born, so the adults take turns caring for them. As the pups grow, the adults
teach them important skills, like how to find food and stay safe.

Meerkats are amazing animals because of their teamwork and clever ways of
staying safe. Their unique habits and strong sense of family make them one of the
most interesting animails in the wild.
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
