What measures
might you take to prevent such mix-ups in the future?

4. Consider the idea that sometimes unexpected events, like mistaken identities,
can lead to memorable and enjoyable experiences. Have you ever
experienced a mix-up or unexpected turn of events that turned out to be fun
or amusing? Describe that experience and how it made you feel.
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
