2. Itisimportant to use antibiotics appropriately in the treatment of
bacterial infections to prevent the development of antibiotic
resistance. Overuse or misuse of antibiotics can contribute to the
emergence of resistant bacteria, making infections more difficult
to treat and increasing the risk of spread to others.

3. Some challenges associated with treating Clostridium difficile (C.
difficile) infection include the risk of recurrence, limited
treatment options for severe cases, and the potential for
complications like dehydration or toxic megacolon.

4. Communities can work together to prevent the spread of
tuberculosis (TB) by promoting awareness and education about
TB transmission and prevention, improving access to TB testing
and treatment services, implementing infection control
measures in healthcare settings, and addressing social

determinants of health that contribute to TB transmission.
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
